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An Overview of MGU Undergraduate
Programme (UGP) and FYUGP Structure

The Undérgraduate Programme (UGP) of
Mahatma Gandhi University is implemented
under the Four-Year Undergraduate Programme
(FYUGP) framework. This academic model
. follows the principles of the National Education

2_Policy 2020 and aims to provide flexible,
multidisciplinary, and skill-oriented higher
education to students.

Key Features of FYUGP

The FYUGP introduced by Mahatma Gandhi
University offers a modern curriculum structure
that emphasizes academic flexibility, research
orientation, and employability skills. The
programme provides multiple entry and exits
options, enabling students to pursue higher
education according to their interests and
career goals.

The programme has three academic

pathways:

1. Three-Year Undergraduate Degree

2. Four-Year Undergraduate Degree with
Honours

3. Four-Year Undergraduate Degree with
Honours and Research

Students who complete three years can
graduate with a UG Degree, while those
continuing to the fourth year can earn
Honours or Honours with Research, which
provides a stronger academic foundation for
postgraduate studies and research careers.

Programme Structure

The FYUGP is structured into eight semesters
over four academic years. Each academic year
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consists of two semesters, and a semester
generally includes about 90 working days with
approximately 18 weeks of academic activity.
A portion of the semester is also allocated for
examinations, evaluation, and co-curricular
activities.

Credit Requirements

The programme follows a credit-based
system:
e Minimum 133 credits for a 3-year UG
degree
e Minimum 177 credits for a 4-year Honours
/ Honours with Research degree
Credits are assigned based on the number
of teaching hours, practical work, tutorials,
and learner engagement.

Major Components of the Curriculum

The FYUGP curriculum is broadly divided

into the following categories:

1. Major Courses

Core courses related to the student’s main
discipline of study.

2. Minor Courses

Courses from another discipline that broaden
academic exposure.

3. Multi-Disciplinary Courses (MDC)

Courses designed to encourage interdisciplinary

learning across different subjects.
4. Ability Enhancement Courses (AEC)
Courses that develop communication skills,
especially in languages such as English.
5. Skill Enhancement Courses (SEC)
Courses aimed at improving practical and
vocational skills.
6. Value Added Courses (VAC)
Courses focusing on ethics, social
responsibility, and holistic development.
7. Internship / Field Work
Practical exposure through industry training
or field-based learning.
8. Research Project / Dissertation
Conducted mainly in the fourth year for
students pursuing Honours with Research.

Academic Benefits

The FYUGP framework encourages flexibility
in subject choices, multidisciplinary learning,
and skill development. It also promotes
research, innovation, and experiential
learning, preparing students for higher studies,
entrepreneurship, and professional careers.

Through this progressive structure,
Mahatma Gandhi University aims to create a
dynamic and student-centric higher education
system that equips graduates with knowledge,
skills, and adaptability required in the modern
world.

by Albert Bandura. According to this theory,
individuals learn by observing others and
imitating behaviors they admire.

For example,
when players analyze the strategies of their
opponents during a match, they are engaging in
critical thinking. These skills can later influence
how students approach academic challenges and
problem-solving tasks in their studies.

Learning Theory, particularly the perspective
of Carl Rogers, who emphasized that learning
becomes meaningful when it connects with a
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student’s interests and emotions. Many
college students naturally feel passionate
about football. When educational
environments recognize and encourage
such interests, students feel valued and
motivated. This sense of personal relevance
makes learning more meaningful and
enjoyable.

Furthermore, football encourages goal
-oriented behavior, which is closely related
to the concept of *Achievement Motivation*
in educational psychology. Students who
participate in football learn to set goals, such
as improving their skills, scoring goals, or
winning matches. Achieving these goals
requires persistence, effort, and practice.
When students experience success in
sports, it strengthens their belief in their
own abilities. This confidence often carries
over into their academic lives, encouraging
them to pursue higher achievements in their
studies as well.

Another psychological benefit of football
is the development of self-efficacy, a concept
also emphasized by Albert Bandura. Self
-efficacy refers to a person’s belief in their
ability to succeed in specific tasks. When
students successfully perform on the
football field-whether by scoring a goal,
assisting a teammate, or contributing to
a team victory—they develop a sense of
competence. This belief in their abilities can
motivate them to approach academic tasks
with greater confidence and determination.

Through
teamwork, students learn respect, empathy,
and collective responsibility. These social
skills are essential for collaborative learning
